Changing Direction

To change the direction of motor rotation:
1. Press the UP button to determine if the direction needs to be changed. If the motor goes
up, do nothing. If the motor goes down, continue to the next step.
2. Using a paper clip press and hold the SETTING button and the STOP button. Release
both buttons when the motor beeps.
3. Press the UP button. If the motor goes up, the rotation direction has been reversed.

Setting Lift Heights
This process requires setting both the Top Height and the Bottom Height back to back for the
process to function correctly.

Bottom Height Setting:

1. Press and hold the SETTING button on the back of the wand. Release when the motor
beeps.

2.  Press the DOWN button. The motor will descend down. Press the STOP button at the
desired bottom height.

3.  Use UP or DOWN to make any small adjustments for the final bottom position.

4. Press the SETTING button. The motor will beep indicating the bottom height has been
set.

Top Height Setting (Immediately After Setting Bottom Height):
Press the UP button. The motor will begin to rise.

Setting A Favorite Position
