Prior to installing your shade, dry-fit the
Bracket into the Headrail Cassette to verify
how the bracket will snap into place.

CARE AND CLEANING

The soft, delicate feel of the fabric belies the durability of the material. It is made from a sturdy, knitted
polyester fabric which can be feather dusted or vacuumed on a low setting. Spots or stains can be lightly
rubbed clean with a damp sponge and mild soap. To avoid discoloration of the material, we recommend
against the use of chemical cleaners. The sheer fabric may also be ultrasonically cleaned.

Installing Brackets:

Inside mount: Mount brackets a minimum of 1” - 2”
away from the edges of the product depending on the

overall width of the shade.

INSTALLING THE SHADE

Install each bracket with the provided screws per bracket.

Slide headrail cassette into the brackets, be aware that
the release tab should be above the top of the headrail
cassette so it can be accessed to release the shade.

slide the shade into the brackets and it
will “SNAP” into place

the shade should sandwich between top
and bottom of bracket

Outside Mount: Outside edge of the brackets should
be positioned at a minimum of 2” from the outside of
the headrail cassette, note the sticker on the headrail
cassette. Use wall anchors for a secure hold. Mark the

position of the bracket as illustrated.
